Morant simultaneously pur-
sued her passion for painting,
attending night classes at the Art
Student’s League in the city. Many
of Morant's influences come from
her time in Europe, where Morant
spent six years studying painting
at the Louvre Museum in Paris, as
well as in The Hague in Holland

Morant returned to the states in
2001, and continues to paint local-
ly in her Darien studio. Her work,
which is inspired by living near
the water and all of the various
places that she has lived, can be
found throughout Fairfield Coun-
ty in several galleries, offices and
homes, as well as in private collec-
tions in Georgia, Montana, New
York, France, Switzerland and

Holland.

During the “Sundays at Sothe-
by's” artist reception, the Roway-
ton office will welcome some of
Morant’s latest paintings to its
walls, displaying them throughout
the entire month. Wine, hot choco-
late and hors d'oeuvres will be
served in a casual setting with
opportunities to talk with Morant,
and discuss her work.

All events of the evening are
open to the public, and have been
coordinated on the same night as
the town's annual “Light Up Ro-
wayton” festivities.
