New construction ready to be decorated by homeowner

The stylish new construction
featuring a pristine interior and
outstanding craftsmanship will
make you swoon as soon as you
see it.

“This exceptional property with
amazing views from the large
wraparound deck off the main
level and master bedroom balcony
really sets this home apart from
any others,” said Laurie Levitt,
Realtor with William Pitt Sothe-
by’s International Realty’s North-
ern Fairfield County Brokerage.

The 2,080-square-foot home is
located on .20 acres at 43 Twilight
Lane in Candlewood Shores, a
private community in Brookfield.

As you enter the home from the
front deck, you step into a spa-
cious open floor design that begins
with a lovely, sun-filled great room.

“This space is decorated in
warm beige tones with contrasting
white trim,” Levitt said. “It fea-
tures double patio doors in the
living area with a gas log fireplace
and a dining area. From the dining
area is a side door that opens to a
side deck. It would be an excellent
place for the barbecue. The flow
inside to the outside makes it great
for entertaining. The deck wrap-
ping around the great room with
multiple entrances makes it seam-
less to move from inside to the
outside.”

Home cooks will feel comfort-
able in the fully-equipped kitchen.
The room has a large center island
featuring both recessed and pen-
dant lighting, granite countertops,
an oak hardwood floor and stain-
less steel appliances.

“Being part of the great room
allows you to have views of the
lake while cooking. The ergonomic

layout with the stove, sink and
refrigerator being in the desired
triangle pattern make the kitchen
not just elegant but functional,”
said Levitt.

Two bedrooms on the main
level that share a soft beige palette
and have ceiling fans and hard-
wood floors complete this level.
An elegantly tiled full bathroom
services these bedrooms.

A wood staircase leads to the
upper level and a stunningly so-
phisticated 1,040-square-foot mas-
ter bedroom suite that encompass-
es the entire level.

“This room is not to be missed.
It has a vaulted wood ceiling with
a ceiling fan, neutral Berber wall-
to-wall carpeting and a soft grey
palette that flows throughout. The
large bedroom area with a wall of
windows offers panoramic views
of the mountains and lake,” said

Levitt.

In addition, the suite has a large,
separate dressing room. A stun-
ning spa bathroom offers even
more luxuriousness. Some of its
magnificent details include a
frameless glass enclosed shower, a
double vanity with a granite count-
ertop and a corner soaking tub.

“The sitting area leads you out
through the French-styled doors to
the second level exterior balcony
deck for your private spot to en-
joy,” she said.

Relax after a long day in the
finished lower level family room.
This multi-purpose room is perfect
as a media/game room, and/or
office. It has windows in the front,
a tiled floor, a laundry area and a
half bathroom nearby.

Additional amenities include
central air conditioning and an
attached two-car garage with con-

venient access to the lower level.

“Special attention and advanced
features were used in the construc-
tion of the home for high-energy
efficiency. The windows, walls,
ceilings, and propane heating all
reflect that,” noted Levitt. The
home’s exterior is maintenance-
free vinyl siding.

The property is ready for the
new homeowner to customize the
landscaping as they choose. A
highlight of the home is its expan-
sive wood wraparound deck that
spans 40’ across the front and 15’
down the side.

“Both the deck and the upper
level balcony/patio are the perfect
location to enjoy amazing lake
views. The western exposure gives
the most spectacular sunsets that
reflect off the lake at night. Plus
you can watch the activity of pow-
er boating and sailing, or the kay-

aks passing by.” The picturesque
water view and the property’s
accessibility to the water is a bo-
nus.

“The home has all the amenities
of Candlewood Shores. Come
enjoy the lake and walk to the
beach on a warm summer day,”
said Levitt. “If you're looking for a
beautiful home that centers
around the lifestyle and enjoyment
of Candlewood Lake, this is the
ideal home for you.”
