“This is a generously-sized room
in complementary tones of green
that showcases the custom built-
ins and moldings,” she said.

From the family room, an
arched entryway with white col-
umns open to a gorgeous chef’s
kitchen that’s equipped with all
you need to create wonderful
meals.

space.

The beautifully landscaped
home offers an upscale country-
like atmosphere with its picture-
perfect manicured lawn, mature
trees, classic rustic stone walls and
bluestone walkways with Belgian
block. For outdoor entertaining,
the backyard features an expansive
rear patio and a generously-sized
lawn area.
